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From Vicar Jeremiah: 

ñIf you hold to my teaching, you are really my disciples. Then you 
will know the truth, and the truth will set you free.ò John 8:31-32 

Anybody whoôs anybody (well, at least Protestants, and partic-
ularly Lutherans) knows that October always means we cele-
brate Reformation Day on the last Sunday of October.  And, 
this year, itôs on everyoneôs radar, since we observe its 500th 
anniversary. 

The Reformation is a time to explore the meaning of freedom 
in the gospel. We know from Lutherôs treatise ñOn the Free-
dom of a Christianò that this freedom is total freedom from the 
law and total freedom to love and serve our neighbor. 
In Lutherôs words, ñA Christian is a perfectly free lord of all, 
subject to none. A Christian is a perfectly dutiful servant of all, 
subject to all.ò 

How do Jesusô words that he makes us ñfree indeedò find ex-
pression in the power words of Luther in the treatise? This is a 
day to honestly explore both of the ways we diminish the free-
dom of the gospel in our culture: being unable to let go of the 
law, and being unable to freely love our neighbor. 

The Reformation begun by Luther did not abandon the theo-
logical, sacramental, and liturgical traditions of the church.     
It sought to ñre-formò them so that the gospel would shine 
through all the church does. 

Since the beginning of the Lutheran Reformation, to this day, 
there have been 26,000 Sundays to proclaim the gospel and 
share in the gracious presence of Christ in the communion 
meal. 

How many souls have heard the good news of what happened 
in 1517? How many hearts have been transformed?   SOé. 
letôs CELBRATE the impact of the Lutheran Reformation on 
real lives of ordinary people over time and place through word 
and sacrament !!!!  

It is a day to show humble gratitude and to give thanks for 
every part of the church where the gospel is shared as

Mt. Zionôs State of the Plate ï August 2017 
We end another month of our calendar year and head towards 
the close of the 2016-17 fiscal year.  September will end our fis-
cal year. During the month of August, attendance continued low-
er than normal. The budget is based on $2,801.75 per week.  
Regular contributions totaled $8,229.05 or an average of $2,057. 
per week. In addition, $387 was received from Thrivent Choice 
dollars.  Year to date, this makes $2,955 from Thrivent, a large 
difference from last yearôs donation.  The total of our expenses 
for August was $8,968.   The Finance Committee is working on 
next yearôs budget for presentation to the council at their Sep-
tember meeting and further to the planned congregation meeting.   
September began with Labor Day and for us, followed by Rally 
Day and the return to the Christian Ed programs and the 10:15 
AM Service. There are many events planned and many ways for 
you to participate and be an active part of this amazing Christian 
family.

October is usually designated as The Blessing 
of the Animals in conjunction with the commem-
oration of St. Francis of Assisi, renewer of the 

church who died in 1226. 
Francis was the son of a wealthy cloth merchant. In a public con-
frontation with his father, he renounced his wealth and future in-
heritance and devoted himself to serving the poor.  Francis de-
scribed this act as being ñwedded to Lady Poverty.ò 
Under his leadership the Order of Friars Minor (Franciscans) was 
formed and they took literally Jesusô words to his disciples that 
they should take nothing on their journey and receive no pay-
ment for their work. Their task in preaching was to ñuse words as 
necessary.ò 
Francis had a spirit of gladness and gratitude for all of Godôs cre-
ation. 
This commemoration has been a traditional time to bless pets 
and animals, creatures Francis called his brothers and sisters.

The farmer watched his young son as he came home from school that 
warm early May afternoon. The boy came in the kitchen door, placed 
his empty lunch box on the counter top in the same step opened the 
fridge and without a pause the boy quickly grabbed an apple and 
crunched it in his mouth without moving from the open cooler. The fa-
ther snapped opened the lunch box and everything put in there that 
morning was unusually gone. Even the zip lock was turned inside out 
and completely clean, no signs of the P&J carefully stored there from 
that morning. Nothing at all, not even any leftover carrot or celery sticks, 
even the Milky Way wrapper was gone - that was unusual for the boy 
he thought.

The farmer slowly closed the lunch pail, put it back on the coun-
ter top, and went out the house and sat down there in the barn watching 
his chickens, to think about that for awhile...

We ask that the congregation please help to collect these supplies now 
through Sunday, October 8.  A bin labeled ñSchool Kitò has been 
placed at the rear of the sanctuary to collect these donations. 

We will collect as many of the items as possible and assemble the 
School Kits as specified in the attachment, which is: 
  
- FOUR 70-sheet notebooks of wide- or college-ruled paper, approxi-
mately 8ò x 10 İò; no loose-leaf paper 
 
- ONE 30-centimeter ruler, or a ruler with centimeters on one side and 
inches on the other 
 
- ONE pencil sharpener 
 
- ONE pair of blunt scissors (safety scissors with embedded steel blades 
work well) 
 
- FIVE unsharpened #2 pencils with erasers; secure together with a 
rubber band 
 
- FIVE black or blue ballpoint pens (no gel ink); secure together with a 
rubber band 
 
- ONE box of 16 or 24 crayons 
 
- ONE 2 İò eraser 
 
- ONE sturdy drawstring backpack-style cloth bag, approximately 14ò x 
17ò with shoulder straps (no standard backpacks).  
  
The ñdrawstringò backpacks can be handmade or purchased.  If there is 
an eager sewer in the congregation, there may be some students will-
ing to learn and help.  Please note that there should not be any large 
patriotic or religious symbols on these items.

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Zucchini Bread 

3 large eggs    2 teaspoons vanilla 
1 cup vegetable oil (or light Olive Oil) 
3 cups flour    1 1/2 cups sugar 
2 teaspoons cinnamon  1 teaspoon salt 
1 teaspoon baking powder 1 teaspoon baking soda 
3 cups shredded, unpeeled zucchini 
1 1/2 cups dark raisins  1 1/2 cups golden raisins 
1 cup chopped nuts 
 
Preheat oven to 350 degrees. 

In large mixing bowl place eggs, vanilla and oil. 
Beat for about 2 minutes at medium speed. 

Add the flour, sugar, cinnamon, salt, baking powder, baking soda, 
and using the lowest speed on mixer, stir till just combined.  Stir in  
zucchini, raisins and nuts by hand.  Batter will be thick. 

Pour batter into 2  9òx5ò loaf pans.  
Bake for 1 hour and 10 minutes.  Cool on racks. 
 
Cookôs notes: Dried cranberries (Craisins) can be substituted for 
the golden raisins. 
 

Lemon Icing (Optional) 
1 1/2 cups powdered sugar         1 tablespoon extra light olive oil 
3 tablespoons fresh lemon juice     1 teaspoon lemon zest  
 
Combine all ingredients and drizzle icing on the room temperature  
loaves.. 

Alternate Glaze 
6 tablespoons butter   3 tablespoons light rum 
3/4 cup sugar    3 tablespoons water 
 
Place in saucepan and boil three minutes stirring constantly.    
Remove from heat and brush on cake or bread.
